	Mr. Slater spoke to R. Clipperton of his mischievous conduct with Books.

	June 29th
	Boys rather disorderly in afternoon disputing over their knitting pins.

	 
	July 1st
	Boys much interested in their knitting. 10 can do the plain stitch fairly well.

	 
	Oct 15th
	Miss Slater taught a new school song tune - Auld Lange Syne.

	Jan 1 – 5th
	Poor school - partly due to small pox in village.

	Boys wanted for carrying of the hay.

	April 26th
	Another child-Sarah Bronwick died of scarlet fever. (7 children died during this epidemic.)

	Children away to pick up coal from beach.

	1878
	Oct 14th
	Several older children absent picking acorns.

	1879
	May 19-23
	Several children absent this week shrimping.

	 
	July 14-18
	Many children absent turnip-picking.

	Nov 23rd
	Usual order of lessons interrupted by Duke of Edinburgh passing through village.

	1887
	June 22-23
	Wed & Thurs am holiday to celebrate Queen’s Jubilee.

	April 15th
	Bessie Thompson commenced as paid monitress.

	 
	Nov 13th
	Lydia Cutting away – no boots.

	1893
	June 13th
	Edwin Smith, 13 years, left to serve a Thatcher.

	 
	July 6th
	Half Holiday given on the occasion of the marriage of the Duke of York.

	1895
	May 16th
	Children attended Mr. Slater's funeral at 12 am

	1900
	March 2nd
	Half holiday given in afternoon in honour Of the Relief of Ladysmith and our victory over Crongi the Boar (sic) Leader. The Vicar kindly gave tea to all the scholars in church Room.

	 
	May 21st
	Half Holiday to commemorate the Relief of Mafeking.
